RESOLVED: That the minutes of 05 February 2018 be approved as a correct record and signed by the Chair.
E18/05   ITEM 5 - ‘Events in Knaresborough’ Promotion Boards 2018.  To consider if the committee wants to continue with this project and if yes to identify events for new boards that will be required imminently (last board covered events from February to June 2018).

RECOMMENDATION: That KTC agree to a new set of event boards to display events that run from FEVA up to and including Bright Friday 2018.
The Chair asked all members to email him directly with any events that they would like to see included for this period.

E18/06 - ITEM 6 - To consider making a recommendation to Full Council regarding future arrangements for putting up/taking down flags (including the state of the current stock of flags and the safety of the brackets).

Councillor A Willoughby explained that of the current stock of flags only about a third are in reasonable condition and a quarter of the wooden posts need replacing.

The Acting Clerk mentioned concern over the brackets and what steps could and need to be taken to ensure they are safely held in place.

Councillor A Willoughby stated that the brackets were owned by the shop/business of the building they are attached to.  It was also mentioned that HBC use some of the brackets for the hanging baskets.
RESOLVED: To write to HBC and ask what testing is done on the brackets used for hanging baskets, explaining KTC’s interest is simply to continue using the brackets for flags.
E18/07   ITEM 7 - Christmas Lights:
i) To consider future requirements on how improvements can be made to the delivery of the lighting scheme as a whole for Knaresborough. 

ii) To consider the Christmas Lights Contract due for renewal in 2019 (leased lights agreement in place until 2020). 

For the benefit of new members, the Chair summarised the current situation regarding Christmas lights in Knaresborough, the contract, the leasing of lights and continued KTC ownership of some specialist lights.  He also mentioned some of the problems encountered with the lights last year and how he felt that this had not been dealt with particularly well.
Members of the Committee asked for more information regarding the lease agreement and the Acting Clerk agreed to forward all the information she could find.  
Members expressed the wish to meet with the lighting contractors as soon as possible to discuss this year’s lighting.  Councillor A Willoughby agreed to send dates for availability out to members and once two/three best options were identified the Acting Clerk to liaise with the contractor to put the meeting in place.

Following this another meeting of the Events Committee is to be arranged as soon as possible.
E18/08   ITEM 8 - Future Events in Knaresborough.  To consider any new ideas members may have for events in Knaresborough 2018/19.

The Chair mentioned the ‘Battle’s over’ commemoration event that is being looked at by a dedicated working group and asked for any other ideas.  Members discussed several possibilities and agreed to look into this over the coming weeks/months and bring any information back to the Committee.
