· In dealing with HBC heritage officer we need to work towards a balance between cost of restoration and demands of Heritage Officer. Need to investigate if some restoration funding can be covered by Historic England and Lottery Fund grants.

· Need consistency of approach to street scene policies.

· Car park section needs more work – Park and Ride – David Goode to follow up.

· New community facilities – include outdoor swimming pool, more allotment sites. - Location.

· Protecting employment sites – list from Christine

· Hydro Electric – follow up needs to be included in projects.

· Tourism development – lack of hotels/B&B – needs for input – Andy G to send more info to David Gl.

· Group supports prioritisation of development on brown field sites over other sites

· Need improvements to Knaresborough Castle – eg signage
