ITEM 3 – WELCOME  BY THE RETIRING MAYOR – Cllr D Goode REPORT ON 

THE MAYORAL YEAR 2017/18 and thanks by the Retiring Mayor including the 


presentation of awards. 


Councillor David Goode, the outgoing Mayor, gave a summary of his year in office as 

Mayor of Knaresborough. He described it as a fantastic and humbling experience 

where he and the Mayoress had attended 110 events, including a wide range of 


charity and fund raising events, voluntary sector AGMs and civic occasions both in 

Knaresborough and surrounding towns.  


The Mayor paid tribute to all the volunteers in the town and expressed his thanks on 

behalf of the whole community.  He explained that he had been keen to dedicate his 

Mayoral year to the ‘Year of the Volunteer’ and hoped that attending volunteer group 

events and promotion of their activities through social media and the local press had 

gone some way to help further their aims.  The Mayor’s charity fund stands at £1200 

which he hoped will be used to help individual volunteers to improve their skills.  


The Mayor went on to thank Knaresborough Flower Club for the fantastic decorative 

displays throughout Knaresborough House, Reverend Colin Lake for being Chaplain, 

and the Mayors across the district for their warmth and friendship. He thanked the 

Deputy Mayor, Councillor Lynda Powell and her Consort, Tony Powell; the Deputy 

Clerk and the Acting Clerk for their management of the mayoral diary and the office, 

and also fellow town councillors for their support at council meetings.



In conclusion the Retiring Mayor wished the incoming Mayor, Councillor Phil Ireland 

and his wife Sheena, a great and enjoyable year and went on to present the 


Community Cup and the Environmental Cup. The Community Cup was awarded to

Appendix B

The following is an extract from Section A12 of the Society of Local Council Clerks’ Manual which was revised in 2007:  The Town Council’s actions (in Italics alongside each item) are to be noted.

“3.2 The annual meeting will be the proper forum for the following items of business:

a)  appointment of members of any committees; (see Item 7 - General Council Business)

b)  appointment of members to serve on outside bodies; (see Item 7 - General Council Business).

c)  the consideration of the Chairman’s/Mayor’s allowance (if any) - (agreed by the Town Council at its meeting held 5th January 2015 - Minute C12/020d refers).

d) the checking of the inventory and asset register of Council property - (full register updated March 2015 -  copy available to view).

e) the receipt of reports from previous representatives on outside bodies - the Town Council receives and considers such reports at its meetings throughout the year).

f) the creation, abolition or alteration of committees - (see Item 7 - General Council Business).

g) the fixing of dates of Council meetings (see Schedule of Council meetings for 2018/19).”
