Meeting undertook a review of the developing NDP document. The following topics were discussed and actions were identified for follow up.

1. We need a list of designated and non designated assets

Some data can be gleaned from Historic England – David Gluck to follow up.

Non designated – Christine Willoughby will start process of creating a list.

Street furniture – historic items need to be listed eg. Lamp posts, some of these are already listed. 

Most of these are within the Conservation area and will be listed. There are a few outside the Conservation Area that will need adding.

David Gluck will start process by putting a table together.

There was a discussion on what dates should be used as basis for identifying what should be included on the list. It was agreed that the start date should be yesterday!

2. EG. 3 Tentergate Road building features important to character of the area, example of what should be protected. Compare with other properties that have replacement windows on the street.

Need to include policy on UPVC widows/doors.

3. Countryside – Bill R. to continue developing words for this section. Section needs to make reference to bi diversity plan. Also include thoughts on SSSI management.

There is a need to improve signage from  town centre to countryside (add to projects section). Issues of flood risk needs to be in the NDP document.

There is need for continued improved access to the country side. Investigate potential for new Bridleway from Wooden Bridge to Beryl Burton Cycleway.

Investigate potential for footbridge linking Town Centre to North of the river. Andrew W thinks there is some land owner support for this proposition (add to projects list).

Document green corridors.

SSSI a section on Birkham Wood

Need to promote wider use of town footpath network (add to projects list). One of aims to take some pressure of Hay A Park. This can be done by Information Boards (add to project list).

4. Need a section documenting relationship with adjoining parish's

5. Town Centre – Need to cover town centre regeneration program, what is it going to take to attract new businesses into the centre. What would attract national chains.

Need derelict shops policy. What are our policies on change of use to residential. Do we protect the centre shops from being turned into residential use. If yes where is boundary where policy changes current planning control boundary does not work.

Need electric car charging points in the town ( add to projects).

Where do we want cars to be in the town. 

Bus station needs to move, too small. Consider moving to behind Sainburys.

Parking, take a look at existing provision.

Is money available on back of Air Quality Area designations.

Promote Dementia Friendly Town

Need information signs at every point someone gets off public transport. (Add to projects)

6. Exiting Community facilities – need to list those we don't want to loose eg. pubs, castle grounds, leisure centre, community halls, Knaresborough House etc. Need spreadsheet template.

New community facilities need to list these, identify what is needed for inclusion in new housing development eg. See Manse Farm plan.

Trelleborg Applied Technologies, Halfpenny Lane,  has lido size pool!

7. Employment sites – talk to Harrogate

Need to keep sites like Iles Lane – small units

8. Green Policies – it was agreed to add a Green Policies section.

9. Housing estate design – issue with police guidance that does not recommend using Ginnels that can ford closer linkages for pedestrian between different sections of an Estate. Do we take different approach on these?
